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FISCAL ANALYSIS

ASSUMPTION

Officials from the Department of Public Safety - Office of the Director (DPS) state this
legislation establishes the Task Force to Study Community-Based Policing.  Many requirements
for the task force to meet are stated within the legislation.

There are many studies, planning, investigations, etc., required to support this task force.  DPS
has determined that this will require a Program Specialist ($40,380 annually), (2) Investigators
(each at $37,548 annually) and a Sr. Office Support Assistant-Keyboarding ($25,824 annually) to
provide for these requirements.  DPS has estimated a cost for travel to the meetings at $500 per
meeting and an additional estimated travel expense of $3,000 per year for staff.

In summary, DPS assumes a cost for the four FTE to total approximately $230,000 to the General
Revenue Fund.

Officials from the Attorney General’s Office assume any potential cost arising from this
proposal can be absorbed with existing resources.  

Officials from the Department of Public Safety - Missouri Highway Patrol and the Office of
Prosecution Services each assume the proposal will have no fiscal impact on their respective
organizations.

FISCAL IMPACT - Small Business

FISCAL DESCRIPTION

This proposal creates a Task Force to Study Community-Based Policing.  The task force must
consist of 11 individuals appointed by the Director of the Department of Public Safety.  The
membership may include, but not be limited to, representatives of several specific groups
outlined in the proposal.

The task force must meet no more than four times a year. Members may be reimbursed for
expenses only. The task force must carry out numerous duties as specified in the proposal.

The provisions of the bill will expire on January 30, 2021.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
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
