ASSUMPTION

Officials of the Department of Revenue and the Office of the State Treasurer indicated that
the proposal would not affect their offices, administratively.

Oversight notes that the proposal would limit the amount of additional local option sales taxes
which could be imposed. This might mean local governments might have to forgo additional
income in the future and the state might forgo some one-percent collection fee monies. However,

no existing taxes would be affected.
