DESCRIPTION

This proposal clarifies “Pearl Harbor Remembrance Day” honors those killed and wounded in
Japanese attacks on the Phillippines and the South Pacific on December 7, 1941, and adds a
requirement that all public buildings must fly the United States and Missouri flags at half-staff on
May 8 (V - E Day), June 6 (D - Day), and September 2 (V - J Day), as well as December 7.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
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
