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DESCRIPTION

This proposal states that employees of public schools, including charter schools, are prohibited
from performing strip searches on students and may not direct students to supervise or take part
in a strip search. Employees who violate this prohibition will be suspended without pay, pending
an evidentiary hearing if the employee is entitled to a hearing.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
