DESCRIPTION

This act caps the speed limits established by County Commissions in 2nd, 3rd, and 4th Class
Counties to 45 miles per hour. The requirement for posting speed limit signs shall only apply to
roads which have a speed limit of less than 45 miles per hour.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
