ASSUMPTION

Officials from the fdbwing agencies indicatethis proposal would have fiscal impact on
their agenciedDepartment of Elementay and Secondary Education, Departrant of Public
Safety - Missouri State Highway Patrol, Office of the Governor, Department of Revenue,
Office of State Public xfender,and theMissouri Senate.

Officials from theOffice of State Courts Administrator stated this proposal would not have a
fiscal impact on the Cots:

Officials from theOffice of Administration - Administrative Hearing Commisson assume
this proposal will not signifantly alter its caselda However, if othesimilar bills also pass,
resulting in more casest more complex case$ere could be astal impact.

Officials from theOffice of Prosecution Sesicesassumed costs to proseagstoesulting from
this proposal could be strbed.

Officials from theDepartment of Correction (DOC) stated that currentlyhe DOC cannot
predict the number ofev commitments which mays@lt from the creationfdhe offenses(s)
outlined in this proposal. rAincrease in commitmendgpends on the utilizatidsy prosecutors
and the actual senteaximposed by the court.

The estimatedst of a page in the
Code of State Regulatioiss$27. The actual costs could be more or less the SOS’s estimated
cost of $7,380 for FY 2004The impact of this léglation in future yearis unknown and
depends upon the frequey and length of ruleéiled, amended, remded or withdrawn.

Oversightassumes the SOS could albsibre costs of printingna distributing regulations
related to this proposdf.multiple bills pass whit require the printingral distribution of
regulations at substantiedsts, the SOS could reguiéunding through the apypriation process.
Any decisions to raiseés to defray costsowld likely be made in subgeent fiscal years.

Section 324.205DIETICIANS

Officials from theDepartment of Economic @velopment — Professional &jistration (DPR)

state this proposal creates mandatory licensure for persons who practice or offer to practice
dietetics in the State of Missouri. DPR notes the Missouri Dietetic Assaciestimates there

will be approximately 579mplicants for licensurapon passage of thisgmosal (effective

August 28, 2003). DPR estimates a $200 application fee will be charged and a $190 biennial fee
thereafter (renvals occur in odd FYS)DPR calculates a 3% grtwrate. DPR assumes all

costs can be coverég the board's cuméappropriation.

fund amount will be transferred from the Secretary of State to the Division of Professional
Registratio. The divieon assumethat this apropriatior amount willinclude, &a minimum,

the necessary expenand equipment to covexpenses. It is assudinat DPR can assume the
personal service duties associated with the proposal. The SOS has indicated that there are
currently less than 39gants registered.

Oversight assumes, based on information from the Office of Secretary of State (SOS), that there
are currently 18 diwe athlete agents ar@b inactive athletegents. The maximum amount of
revenue generatedbould be $21,500 in any e The $500 fee igdnnial butOversight cannot
estimate how much is cotied in any given yearThere is currentlyz FTE assigned by SOS to

the duties of this program; that position would be eliminated with the transfer to Rynédss
Registration.Oversight assumes these duties lcbine absorbed within esting personnel and
expenses of the prognawould be offset with s generated fronthdete agents.

Officials from theDepartment of Economic @velopment, Division of Proéssional

Registration (DPR) assume this proposabuld allow the creationf barber appreice and

barber apprentice supervisor license programs. The State Board of Barber Examiners estimates
that there will be appximately 50 apprenticagpplicants and 35 apmitice supervisor

applicants. It is estimated that a $10 fee will be charged to the apprentice and a $50 fee charged
to the supervisor. It @ssumed that all costarcbe covered by thmard's current apmpriation.

Oversightassumes there will b@groximately 35 apprengcsupervisor applicatie and 50
apprentice applicatienn FY 2005 when regulatis for the apprentistip program would
become effective. Oversight also assumes there would be a minimal number of apprentice
supervisor applicants lY 2006 after the initidbiennial registrationollowed by approximately
35 new and renewal apprentice supervisor applications in FY 2007. Oversight assumes
apprentice applicatienwould be relatively theame each yeaméthat fees would renma
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unchanged through FY 2006.

Registration (DPR)noted as of Septembed@, the Missouri Society dnesthesiologists
indicates there af®/0 anesthesiologist assigkapracticing on a namal level. Based on this
number, DPR estimated thesean average of licensees per stat®PR assumed a fee of
$3,000 will be paid forlacategories of licesure with biennial remeal. DPR estimated a 3%
growth rate and assumi@sensure begins in FY B8, resulting in revenue the Board of
Registration for Healingrts Fund of $33,000 in FY 20Gnd $1,500 in FY 2006.

DPR assumed all fees calted and all expensesuld be deposited into ameid out of the
Board of Registration fdealing Arts Fund.

DPR estimated a contraanployee will be utilizethy the Board of Registian for the Healing
Arts to handle the licaing program for anesthiologist assistants. Thiegstion will be
responsible for processing applications for licensure, assisting with ceiomiseetings, as
well as responding to amyquiries relating to thicensure law or ruteand regulations. It is
estimated that this positionlironly be needed fathe first year. Aftethe initial rules and
regulations are estiidhed and the first gup of individuals are lensed it is assumed tharent
Board of Healing Arts stwill assume the regmsibilities associated withis licensing group.
In addition, it has been estimated that the commission will pay .50% of the current principal
assistant's annual sald$62,196). This estimatids based on an existiligensing group

within the division will a similastructure and low nuneb of licensees.

DPR assumed the five (5) member board would meet four (4) times per year for two (2) days per
meeting, in Jefferson @it DPR noted the PrincipAksistant, Contract Employead an

Attorney General regpsentative will alsotend the meeting. DPR assuhtbere would be four

(4) meetings in FY 2005 to promulgate rules and regulations. DPR estimated each board
member willreceive &70 per foeach dayanducting bard busines DPR assundeper diem,
mileage, lodging, and mleaxpenses (for fiveoard members and tlerstaff) to cost

approximately $8,600 th@dt year. DPR assumedah year thereadt, the Commission will
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meet once gr year 6r one dayand will coruct all otler businessia confeence call DPR
estimated annual per dieand travel expense e $525 and $682, respigely.

DPR assumed there will be a cost associated with needing the services of the Attorney General's
Office (AGO). DPR esnated 100% of investigatis (1) would be forwaded to the AGO for

further ation. Assunmg $5,400 cst per casedDPR estimad $5,400 mnually begining in FY

2006. DPR also estimated th6&0O would provide appramately 60 hours of assisizge with

rules, opinions and meetings per year. Assuming an hourly rate of $60.87, these costs are
estimated at $3,762 ydabeginning in FY 2005.

DPR assumed printing and pagtacosts will be incurdein the first year fostatute and rule
mailings and for startup printing of rules, applications, letterhead and envelopes. DP&Regstim
printing and postage cosis$6.19 per licensee the first year,dr a total cost of $68.
Subsequent years’ pringjrand postage costs agpected to continué tis amount.

DPR assumed existing staff would design, program and implement a @ripemsure
program. However, ifosts are higher thamticipated furthemonies will be required.

Oversight has done the following talculate the fis¢ampact:

(1) Adjusted travel expense related to board meeting meal allowances by $840 as a result of
Office of Administration travel guidelines which do not allow meals for state employees when
they are in their oitial domicile; and

(2) Used DPR'’s estimatesless otherwise noted.

Officials from theDepartment of Social Services — Division of Family Services (DF83sume

the proposal may regeichanges to the persel system if it is founthat agency staff cano

longer be referred to as Social Service Workers, Social Work Specialists or Social Service
Supervisors. DFS states if agency titles were required to change, items including the title, such
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as business cards amnlgmtification badges, wid need to be replad. In addition, changeo

wording in the agency poy manuals may be regiad. DFS notes thereaslack of definition

(in the proposal) of the forms of the title that prevent calculating an exact impact. DFS assumes
the impact would be leslsan $100,000 annually.

Officials from theOffice of Administration — Division of Personnel (OA)assume .50 FTE

would be required fasix months if this proposal enacted. OA statemactment of this

proposal would likely reqre several job titleto be changed, resulginn some administrative

costs associated withprenting class specifit@ns and amending affeed employee recosd

OA states in some cases, the current qualifying educational and/or experiential requirements may
have to be revised testrict it to licensedhdividuals only, but furtheanalysis is requireit

assess impact on thosasdes and some curremployees. OA statdsetre could be costs to

user agencies assaeid with retraining somemployees or assisting then obtaining licensure.

It is unclear whethany unlicensed employedfected by this leglation would be grand

fathered in, or if tay would have to be assigned to a non-licest$ position if they couldat

obtain licensure. OAates such contingencie®uld result in additionadosts for the agenap
however, @ states thgare not ble to estimte the cds. OA state given thérief timeframe
between enactment atite January 1, 2004, atline, it would be neseary for us to reait, on

a temporary basis of six months, an experienced classification analyst to independently review
positions, draft revisions to class specifications, and to work with the affected agencies to ensure
compliance with the statute. OA assumes the temporary personnel analyst would cost General
Revenue $18,000 in FY 2004.

Oversightassumes any additional ohet imposed on OA could Iperformed by existing dfa
Oversight notes OA’s assumption ofdntingent” costs whichoeild affect state ageies is
speculative.Oversight assumes any costs to stafgencies resultingdm this proposal could,
likewise, be absorbed.

Officials from theDepartment of Economic @velopment — Division of Préessional
Registration (DPR)assume the increaseper diem reimbursemefor the commissioners wil
cost the Missouri Real Estate Commission Fund apprately $22,000 annually. DPR based
their calalation on tlke on the nunmdr of hourdilled by tle seven aomission membs in FY
2002 which was 876 hourgrfthe year. DPR notéisense fees will not reel to be increased to
cover the additionalost.

Oversight notes the DPR did not refit an increase irepdiem costs for FY 200gecause the
Commission would need an increased personal service appropriation which is ndesisséd
the budget process ftrat year is currely in process.Oversight notes the effectivéate of the
proposal would be August 28003, and therefoshows 10 months’ cost for FX004.
