ASSUMPTION

In response to a similar proposal from the 2004 session (SJR 40), officials from the Missouri
Gaming Commission (GAM) stated the proposal would have no direct fiscal impact on their
agency. Licensed bingo organizations that would otherwise be forced to shut down could
presumably continue operations because of the additional volunteer workers that could be used as
a result of this change. This would mean bingo tax revenues from these organizations would
continue at the present level instead of being lost.

Officials from the Office of Administration (COA) assume the proposal would have no fiscal
impact on their agency if the amendment is submitted to the voters at the next general election.
However, if a special election were called, there would be cost paid by the COA. In 1999, a
statewide special election was held for Proposition B, at a cost of $1,120,340. Assuming the
same level of public interest, and inflation of 12% since 1999 (as determined from the U.S.
Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics CPI website), a special election on this
constitutional amendment could cost the state $1,254,780 in FY 2006.

Officials from the Office of Secretary of State (SOS) assume statewide newspaper publication
of state statutes cost approximately $1,289 per column inch based on an estimate provided by the
Missouri Press Service x 3 for multiple printing as required by the constitution and state statute,

resulting in $3,867 per column inch. SOS estimates the total number of inches for this
amendment to be ten, which includes title header and certification paragraph. Therefore, SOS
estimates the total cost of publication to be $38,670 ($3,867 x 10 inches) to be incurred in FY
2007.

Oversight assumes the referendum called for in this proposal would be held in November 2006
and not in a special election.
