FISCAL ANALYSIS

ASSUMPTION

Officials from the Department of Agriculture, Coordinating Board for Higher Education,
Office of Administration — Administrative Hearing Commission, — Division of Budget and
Planning, Department of Economic Development, Department of Insurance, Financial
Institutions, and Professional Registration, Department of Mental Health, Department of
Natural Resources, Department of Health and Senior Services, Department of Labor and
Industrial Relations, Department of Public Safety — Missouri State Highway Patrol, —
Division of Fire Safety, Office of the Governor, Missouri Consolidated Health Care Plan,
Department of Conservation, Missouri Ethics Commission, Missouri House of
Representatives, Office of the Lieutenant Governor, Office of the State Auditor, Missouri
Senate, Jefferson City Police Department, City of Centralia, Parkway School District,
Metropolitan Community College of Kansas City, Lincoln University, Linn State Technical
College, Missouri Southern State University, Missouri State University, and Missouri
Western State University assume the proposal would have no fiscal impact on their agencies.

Officials from the Office of State Courts Administrator assume the proposed legislation would
have no fiscal impact on the courts.

Officials from the Department of Public Safety — Director’s Office assume any costs may be
absorbed within existing resources.

Officials from the Sikeston R-6 School District responded to Oversight’s request but failed to
provide a fiscal impact statement.

Officials from the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) assume
there is no state cost to the foundation formula associated with this proposal. To the extent fine
revenues exceed 2004-2005 collections, any increase in this money distributed to schools
increases the deduction in the foundation formula the following year. Therefore, the affected
districts will see an equal decrease in the amount of funding received through the formula the
following year; unless the affected districts are hold-harmless, in which case the districts will not
see a decrease in the amount of funding received through the formula (any increase in fine money
distributed to the hold-harmless districts will simply be additional money). An increase in the
deduction (all other factors remaining constant) reduces the cost to the state of funding the
formula.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

Oversight assumes any increase or decrease in fine or penalty revenues generated cannot be
determined. Therefore, the fiscal note does not reflect any fine or penalty revenues for the local
school districts.

Officials from the Department of Corrections (DOC) assume the penalty provision component
of this bill, resulting in potential fiscal impact for DOC, is for up to a class D felony.

DOC cannot currently predict the number of new commitments which may result from the
creation of the offense(s) outlined in this proposal. An increase in commitments depends on the
utilization by prosecutors and the actual sentences imposed by the court.

If additional persons are sentenced to the custody of the DOC due to the provisions of this
legislation, the DOC will incur a corresponding increase in direct offender cost either through
incarceration (FY09 average of $16.04 per offender per day, or an annual cost of $5,855 per
inmate) or through supervision provided by the Board of Probation and Parole (FY09 average of
$3.71 per offender per day, or an annual cost of $1,354 per offender).

The need for capital improvements is not anticipated at this time. It must be noted that the
cumulative effect of various new legislation, if passed into law, could result in the need for
additional capital improvements funding if the total number of new offenders exceeds current
planned capacity.

In summary, supervision by the DOC through probation or incarceration would result in
additional unknown costs to the department. Eighteen (18) persons would have to be
incarcerated per fiscal year to exceed $100,000 annually. Due to the narrow scope of this new
crime, it is assumed the impact would be less than $100,000 per year for the DOC.

Officials from the Office of the Secretary of State (SOS) assume many bills considered by the
General Assembly include provisions allowing or requiring agencies to submit rules and
regulations to implement the act. The SOS is provided with core funding to handle a certain
amount of normal activity resulting from each year’s legislative session. The fiscal impact for
this proposal for Administrative Rules is less than $2,500. The SOS recognizes this is a small
amount and does not expect additional funding would be required to meet these costs. However,
SOS also recognizes that many such bills may be passed in a given year and that collectively the
costs may be in excess of what the SOS can sustain with their core budget. Any additional
required funding would be handled through the budget process.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

Officials from the Office of the State Public Defender (SPD) assume increasing penalties on
existing crimes, or creating new crimes, will require more SPD resources. While the number of
new cases (or cases with increased penalties) may be too few or uncertain to request additional
appropriations for this specific bill, the SPD will continue to request sufficient appropriations to
provide competent and effective representation in all its cases. SPD assumes a minimal
unknown impact.

Oversight assumes the Office of the State Public Defender (SPD) could absorb the costs of the

proposed legislation within existing resources. Oversight assumes any significant increase in the
workload of the SPD would be reflected in future budget requests.

Section 94.577 — Kansas City Sales Tax for Public Safety Activities

Officials from the City of Kansas City (CKC) assume the proposal will have a positive impact
on CKC because if passed by the General Assembly and approved by the city’s voters, it will
allow the city to hire more police officers on the streets.

Section 301.143 — Accessible Parking Spaces

Officials from the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) assume
school districts may incur additional costs to restripe parking lots in accordance with the terms of
this section. DESE defers to schools regarding the extent of any costs.

Section 302.302 — Points for Texting while Driving

Officials from the Department of Revenue (DOR) — Driver License Bureau (DLB) assume
two new conviction codes will need to be created to allow DLB to post violations of 304.820 that
are received.

. One code will be created for C&I Texting While Driving — 1 point assessment.
. One code will be created for C&I Texting While Driving — Accident Involved — 2 point
assessment.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

. DLB assumes that an additional two points will be assessed pursuant to 302.302.3, which
allows the court certifying the conviction to also assess an additional 2 points when
property damage or personal injury results from any violation listed in 302.302.1(1) to
(13). This would then make a violation of C&I Texting While Driving — Accident
Involved a 4 point violation.

. Programming will be required to set the Problem Driver Pointer System (PDPS) on a
person’s driving record.

Sections 303.025, 304.667, 304.820, 304.892. 304.894, and 578.275 — Various Driving
Violations

Officials from the Office of Administration — Division of Budget and Planning (B&P) assume
these sections enact various new motor vehicle violations. The potential revenue generated from
these violations could increase Total State Revenue (TSR). B&P defers to the Department of
Revenue for specific estimates related to these sections.

Officials from the Department of Revenue (DOR) — Driver License Bureau (DLB) assume
the provisions in Sections 303.025.1 and 303.080 include nonresidents which will require DLB
to impose a mandatory insurance suspension on uninsured nonresidents pursuant to Section
303.025, and to certify the suspension to the nonresident’s licensing state.

Modifications to MODL programs and suspension notices will require DLB staff to complete the
program design, internal testing and implementation phases. DLB estimates this will require a
total of one month of overtime as follows:

. Admin. Analyst I — 168 hrs. per mo.@ $24 (1 ) per hr. = $4,032
. Mgmt. Analyst Spec. Il — 168 hours @ $23 per hr. = $3,864

. Revenue Band Mgr. I —40 hours @ $30 per hr. = $1,200

. Total Overtime Expense = $9,096

Updating the DOR’s website, procedure manuals, and the Missouri Driver Guide will be
completed by one Administrative Analyst III, in 1-2 hours during regular business hours.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

DOR assumes this would increase the number of suspension notices by 399 according to the
number of uninsured nonresidents reported in FY09. Assuming 33% of those would submit
reinstatement fees and insurance filings, this would result in an additional 132 (399 X 33% =
132) reinstatement fees, 132 insurance filings and 132 notices generated. This totals 396
additional transactions annually. When divided by the number of work days in a year (252), the
daily volume will be 2 transactions (396/252 = 1.6, rounded to 2). DLB will not need to hire
additional FTE.

DLB will incur costs associated with the above overtime, printing of the 399 additional
suspension notices and 132 additional reinstatement notices, for a total of 531 (399 + 132 =531)
additional notices, envelopes, and postage.

DOR assumes if volumes of accident reports increase as a result of this legislation, additional
FTE will need to be hired.

DOR assumes Section 303.025.2 requires nonresident vehicle owners to maintain financial
responsibility which conforms to the requirements of the laws of the nonresident’s state of
residence.

DLB staff will be required to research the laws of each state to determine the limits of liability
and acceptable proof of financial responsibility of each state. This will be required on

compliance documents received from nonresidents involved in a motor vehicle accident.

The new compliance procedures and training materials will be researched and prepared by the
Revenue Section Supervisor during the implementation phase using 40 hours of overtime.

. Revenue Section Supv — 40 hours @ $20 per hr. = $800
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

DOR assumes the following Revenue Impact for Sections 304.820 and 304.894:

. Reinstatement Fees Collected — Unknown

Fees collected will be distributed, 75% highway fund, 15% cities, and 10% counties
. Postage Cost — Unknown
. Forms Cost — Unknown

DOR assumes the following Revenue Impact for Sections 303.025 and 303.080:

. This proposal includes nonresidents in the mandatory insurance suspension process. In
FYO09, there were 399 uninsured nonresidents reported. Using the same number to
determine the number of additional mandatory insurance suspensions for the next fiscal
year, assuming these were first offenses carrying a $20 reinstatement fee, and assuming
33% of those would be reinstated (399 X 33% = 132), this will generate an additional
$2,640 in reinstatement fees collected (132 X $20 = $2,640).

. The above revenue increases generate from reinstatement fees. They will be disbursed as
follows: 75% Highway Fund, 15% Cities and 10% Counties.

Section 304.820 — Prohibits Texting While Driving, Regardless of Age

Officials from the Department of Revenue (DOR) assume this legislation removes the 21 and
under age limitation which will result in an unknown increase in the number of convictions for

driving using a wireless device.

There are no statistics available to determine how many additional convictions the DOR may be

required to process based on the new convictions under 304.820.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

Oversight received information from the Missouri State Highway Patrol (MHP) that, as of
January 12, 2010, the MHP had written 14 tickets for drivers twenty-one years of age or younger
text messaging while driving since the statute went into effect on August 28, 2009.

Oversight received information that, as of January 14, 2010, the Department of Revenue (DOR)
processed eight convictions for drivers twenty-one years of age or younger text messaging while
driving since the statute went into effect on August 28, 2009.

Oversight assumes, based on the information received from the Missouri State Highway Patrol
and the Department of Revenue (DOR), that the number of convictions resulting from
prohibiting all drivers, regardless of age, from text messaging while operating motor vehicles
would not be excessive. Oversight assumes DOR could absorb any increase in work load
resulting from the proposal within existing resources. If the DOR experiences an increase that
would require additional funding, the DOR could request the funding through the appropriation
process.

Oversight assumes any revenue impact would be minimal, and reflects no change to Total State
Revenue as a result of the proposal.

Section 304.894 — Endangerment of Emergency Personnel or Emergency Responder

Officials from the Department of Revenue (DOR) assume two new conviction codes will need to
be created to allow DLB to post violations of 304.894 that are received.

. One code will be created for Endangerment of an emergency responder — 4 points
assessed.

. One code will be created for Aggravated Endangerment of an emergency responder — 12
points assessed. This twelve point conviction will create a revocation of driving
privilege.

There are no statistics available to determine how many additional convictions the DOR may be
required to process based on the new convictions under 304.894.

Officials from the Department of Revenue (DOR) assume the following Administrative Impact
for all the provisions in the proposal:
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

DOR assumes one FTE can process 320 convictions per day. DOR assumes that a minimum of 1
FTE will be needed to process the additional convictions resulting from the four new violation
codes (Sections 302.302 and 304.894). If the volume of convictions received for processing
exceeds 320 per day, then additional FTE will be required and will be requested through the
appropriation process.

There are no statistics available to determine the volume of phone calls that may be received;
however, currently a Telephone Information Operator is required to handle 100 calls per day.
DOR assumes that a minimum of 1 FTE will be needed to answer the additional phone calls on
the four new convictions (Sections 302.302 and 304.894). If the calls received for driving using
a wireless device exceeds 100 calls per day, then additional FTE may be required and will be
requested through the appropriation process.

DOR is unable to determine how many additional suspensions/revocations will be imposed
because of the four new conviction codes (Sections 302.302 and 304.894) and, therefore, DOR is
unable to determine the forms and postage costs for issuing the these notices.

1 FTE Revenue Processing Tech (at $25,380 per year) — Processing additional four convictions
relating to this fiscal note.

1 FTE Telephone Information Operator (at $25,380 per year) — Answer telephone calls related to
the additional four convictions.

Modifications to MODL programs will require DLB staff to complete the program design,
internal testing and implementation phases. DLB estimates this will require a total of one month
of overtime as follows:

. Admin. Analyst I — 168 hrs. per mo.@ $24 (1 %) per hr. = $4,032
. Mgmt. Analyst Spec. Il — 168 hours @ $23 per hr. = $3,864

. Revenue Band Mgr. I —40 hours @ $30 per hr. = $1,200

. Total Overtime Expense = $9,096

Updating the DOR’s website, procedures, and forms will be completed by one Administrative
Analyst I, in 1-2 hours during regular business hours.

DOR assumes the following OAIT Information Technology cost for all the provisions in the
proposal:
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

The IT portion of the fiscal impact is estimated with a level of effort valued at $8,480. The value
of the level of effort is calculated on 320 FTE hours.

Oversight has, for fiscal note purposes only, changed the starting salary for the Revenue
Processing Tech I and Telephone Information Operator I to correspond to the second step above
minimum for comparable positions in the state’s merit system pay grid. This decision reflects a
study of actual starting salaries for new state employees for a six month period and the policy of
the Oversight Subcommittee of the Joint Committee on Legislative Research.

Section 306.185 — Missouri State Water Patrol Fund

Officials from the Office of Administration — Division of Budget and Planning (B&P) assume
the deletion of section 306.185.5 may have a negative impact on general revenue because the
state’s general revenue did not increase by two percent or more in 2009, the revenues previously
deposited in the Water Patrol Fund are currently being deposited into the General Revenue Fund.
In Fiscal Year 2009, $2,309,982 was deposited in the Missouri State Water Patrol Fund. B&P
defers to Department of Public Safety for a specific estimate on the impact to the General
Revenue Fund.

In response to a similar proposal from the current session (HB 1736, LR # 4557-01), officials
from the Department of Public Safety — Missouri State Water Patrol (MSWP) stated the
funds provided by the underlying statute pay one third of the Water Patrol enforcement personnel
salaries and benefits. Currently the statute requires that funds be diverted to General Revenue if
state revenue falls below 2% growth in a given year. This poses two issues:

. Up to 1/3 of MSWP’s uniformed officers would be terminated if the funding isn’t
obtained through a supplemental appropriation.

. If MSWP terminates those officers, the training costs of replacement officers is over
$50K each.

The receipts into the Missouri State Water Patrol Fund (400) for the past two fiscal years has
been $2,720,601 in FY 2008 and $2,366,532 in FY 2009. Oversight assumes the determination
if the previous year’s general revenue collections increased by 2 percent or more are made each
year. Therefore, Oversight will assume a potential fiscal impact to the Missouri State Water
Patrol Fund and the General Revenue Fund of $2.5 million (roughly the average of the receipts
from FY 2008 and FY 2009) each year. Oversight will range the fiscal impact from $0 (no
transfer would have taken place even if the language was still present in Section 306.185) to a
savings to the Missouri State Water Patrol Fund (and corresponding loss to the General Revenue
Fund) of $2.5 million.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

According to the Office of the State Treasurer, the balance of the Missouri State Water Patrol
Fund as of January 31, 2010 was $1,895,869.

Section 537.037 — Search and Rescue or Tactical Operations

Officials from the University of Central Missouri (UCM) assume the proposal does not define
the magnitude of personnel that would need to be dispatched out of UCM’s boundaries. Costs
would increase depending on the number of personnel involved or the length of the deployment.

Oversight assumes any personnel dispatched outside UCM’s boundaries would be for a limited

time period. Therefore, Oversight assumes any cost could be absorbed within existing resources.

Section 650.035 — Leave for Employees who are Members of the Fraternal Order of Police or the
International Firefighters Association

Officials from the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) assume this
section could lead to significant unknown expenses for local school districts who would have to
hire substitutes to replace those employees attending conventions. DESE defers to schools
regarding the extent of any costs.

Officials from the Department of Transportation (MoDOT) assume the actual impact of this
bill on the department is difficult to determine at this time. However, this bill does not clearly
define what “representative” means, and whether it applies only to individuals selected by his/her
local FOP/IAFF to represent it at the national convention or to any member of the FOP/IAFF.
MoDOT is not aware of how many, if any, current employees are members of the FOP or IAFF.
MoDOT assumes an (Unknown) cost to the Road Fund.

Officials from the Department of Corrections (DOC) assume an unknown cost results from

proposed § 650.035 which would allow leave of absences for defined employees in certain
circumstances. DOC is unsure how often this may occur and what the resulting cost may be.
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ASSUMPTION (continued)

Officials from the Department of Social Services (DOS) assume the fiscal impact of this
provision is unknown, but probably not significant. The Communication Workers of America
(CWA) is the certified bargaining representative for the DOS. Therefore, DOS would expect
little or no impact. An unknown cost was used because DOS does not have the ability to report
on or identify current employees that may be a member of these organizations.

Officials from the Boone County Sheriff’s Department (BCSD) assume the provisions in
section 650.035 will cost the BCSD by having to pay any employee that is an FOP member of
leave time to attend the organization’s conference. This cost would be the hourly rate of the
employee for 8 hours per day for the length of the conference, times the number of employees
BCSD would be forced to allow to go.

Oversight assumes various state and local agencies could incur increased costs as a result of the
provisions in section 650.035. Oversight has reflected this cost as Unknown for each fiscal year.

No direct fiscal impact to small businesses would be expected as a result of this proposal.

FISCAL DESCRIPTION

This proposal authorizes the City of Kansas City to impose, upon voter approval, a sales tax of
one-eighth, one-fourth, three-eighths, or one-half of 1% for public safety activities, including
operations and capital improvements, and for the retirement of bonded indebtedness. The
proposal contains an emergency clause for this section. (Section 94.577)
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FISCAL DESCRIPTION (continued)

This proposal requires any political subdivision or the owner of a private property parking lot,
when restriping an existing lot or constructing a new parking lot, to designate one out of every
four spaces as accessible, with at least one having an access aisle which is a minimum of 96
inches wide and designated “lift van accessible only” with signs that comply with the federal
Americans with Disabilities Act. (Section 301.143)

This proposal requires points to be assessed for texting while driving. (Section 302.302)

This proposal requires a nonresident motorist operating a vehicle within the state to maintain
financial responsibility that meets the requirements of his or her state. If a nonresident motorist
is found guilty of not maintaining financial responsibility, he or she will have his or her driving
privileges suspended in Missouri and the Director of the Department of Revenue must

notify the appropriate official of his or her state. (Section 303.025)

This proposal creates the crime of motorcycle stunt driving when a person operates or is a
passenger on a motorcycle on the roadways of the state and performs a dangerous stunt as
specified in the bill. Stunt driving will be a class C misdemeanor for the first offense or a class A
misdemeanor if the motorcycle did not have a license plate. A second offense will be a class A
misdemeanor or a class D felony if the motorcycle did not have a license plate. A third or
subsequent offense will be a class D felony. (Section 304.667)

Currently, individuals 21 years of age or younger are prohibited from sending, reading, or writing
a text message or electronic message from a hand-held electronic wireless communications
device while operating a moving motor vehicle on any highway in this state. This proposal
prohibits anyone, regardless of age, from these activities. (Section 304.820)

This proposal specifies that a person will be guilty of the crime of endangerment of emergency
personnel or emergency responder if, while in an active emergency zone as defined in the bill, the
person: (1) Exceeds the posted speed limit by 15 miles per hour or more; (2) Commits a passing
violation; (3) Fails to stop for an active emergency zone flagman or emergency personnel or fails
to obey erected traffic control devices or personnel in the active emergency zone; (4) Drives
through or around an active emergency zone by using any lane not clearly designated for that
purpose; (5) Physically assaults, attempts to assault, or threatens to assault an emergency
responder in an active emergency zone with a vehicle or other item; (6) Intentionally strikes,
moves, or alters barrels, barriers, signs, or other devices erected to control the flow of traffic for
any reason other than to avoid an obstacle or an emergency or to protect the health and safety of
any person; or (7) Commits certain specific traffic offenses for which points may be assessed
against a person’s driver’s license. Any person who commits the crime of endangerment of an
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FISCAL DESCRIPTION (continued)

emergency personnel or emergency responder will be fined up to $1,000 and have four points
assessed against his or her driver’s license in addition to any other penalty authorized by law. If
the offense results in the injury or death of an emergency responder or emergency personnel, the
person will be guilty of aggravated endangerment of an emergency responder and subject to a
fine of up to $5,000 for an injury and up to $10,000 for a death with 12 points assessed against
the person’s driver’s license. The bill also increases the amount of the fine assessed for certain
traffic violations if the violation occurred in an active emergency zone. (Sections 304.892,
304,894)

This proposal removes the provision which requires moneys collected for the State Water Patrol
Fund to be deposited into the General Revenue Fund if the state’s net general revenue did not
increase by 2% or more during the immediate previous fiscal year. (Section 306.185)

This proposal establishes Susie’s Law which prohibits any child younger than 18 years of age
from riding as a passenger on any machinery or heavy equipment not manufactured for
passengers, excluding farm machinery as defined in Section 32.085, RSMo. Any operator who
violates the provisions of the bill will be subject to a fine of $100 for the first violation and $500
for any subsequent violation. (Section 578.275)

This proposal requires any employee of the state or any political subdivision to be given a leave
of absence with pay, if the employee is a duly authorized representative of an employee
organization and affiliated with the Fraternal Order of Police or the International Association of
Firefighters, to attend any state or national convention of the organization. The number of
representatives who are allowed to attend is specified based on the number of organization
members unless negotiated otherwise by the employer and the representatives of the employee
association. The leave of absence must be for a period inclusive of the duration of the
convention and a reasonable travel time but cannot be for more than seven days. Upon request
by the employer, a certificate of attendance must be submitted by the attending representative.
(Section 650.035)

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program, and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
