Officials from the Department of Revenue, Department of Health and Senior Services, State
Emergency Management Agency, Department of Natural Resources and the Department of
Public Safety - Missouri Highway Patrol each assume the proposal will have no fiscal impact

on their respective organizations.

Officials from the Department of Transportation state the increase in weight allowance would
result in increased damage to bridges. Additionally, it would reduce the life expectancy of some

of the Department of Transportation’s bridges.

Since there is no way to quantify the dollar amount of this issue, Oversight will assume an

unknown negative impact to the Road Fund.

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FISCAL DESCRIPTION

This proposal allows a truck hauling recyclable waste to a recycling facility approved by the
Department of Natural Resources, Department of Health and Senior Services, or Department of
Revenue to carry the same weight as a truck carrying solid waste.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
