ASSUMPTION

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DESCRIPTION

This proposal would submit two proposals on the subject of the Commission on the
Compensation for Elected Officials to the votersof Missouri.

One of the proposals would repeal section 3 of article I11 of theMissouri constitution. (The
section created "Missouri Citizen's Commission on Compensation for Elected Officials’,
provided for selection of Commission members and spedfied Commission procedures) The
other proposal would revise section 3 of artide XI11 of the Missouri constitution by specificdly
allowing the legislatureto appropriate up to the amounts recommended by the Commission for
each position and by changing the composition of the Commission.

The proposal receiving the greater number of votes (assuming one or both received a majority of
votes cast) would becomepart of the state constitution.

Thislegidation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program, would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space, and would not affect total state revenue.
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
