ASSUMPTION

Officials of the Department of Revenue (DOR) state this legislation excludes from the
definition of household income when figuring the property tax credit any social security, railroad
retirement or teachers retirement benefits.

The Department assumes there will be an increase in property tax credit returns and will need one
Tax Processing Tech | for every 67,000 additional credits received.

Over sight assumes, for purposes of this fiscal note, that the number of additional property tax
credit returns filed would be minimal and that the Department of Revenue could handle the
provisions of this proposal with current resources.

University of Missouri Research Center statestheir estimate is based on 1998 income tax data.
University staff estimates the loss to General Revenue to be $11 million in 2001.

DESCRIPTION

This bill expands the income qualifications for eligibility for the senior citizens/disabled persons
property tax credit, commonly known as circuit bresker. Taxpayers will be allowed to deduct
from eligible income 100% of any social security benefits, railroad retirement benefits, and
public school retirement benefits received during the tax year. Thebill will apply to tax year
2000 and thereafter.
