ASSUMPTION

Officials from the Department of Social Services (DOS) stated the DOS does not expect a
fiscal impact from this legislation.  Children receiving services in foster care will be receiving
similar services through the adoption subsidy program.  The DOS officials stated that by statute
(453.073 RSMo), adoption subsidy may not exceed the expenses of foster care.

Officials from the Office of State Courts Administrator stated the proposed legislation would
not fiscally impact their organization.

FISCAL IMPACT - Small Business

No direct fiscal impact to small businesses would be expected as a result of this proposal.

DESCRIPTION

The proposed legislation waives the six month waiting period for the adoption of a foster child if
the person desiring to adopt the child is the child’s current foster parent and the child has been in
the lawful and actual custody of the petitioner for at least six months prior to the entry of the
adoption decree, thereby expediting the adoption process.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
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
