ASSUMPTION

Officials of the Missouri Ethics Commission stated this proposal clarifies certain parts of the
law and would have no fiscal impact.

Officials of the Office of Attorney General assume any fiscal impact can be absorbed with
existing resources.

Department of Corrections did not respond.

Oversight assumes that Section 130.081 (House Amendment 9) which states that any person
or entity that knowingly disseminates false information in a political campaign
advertisement would be guilty of a Class A Misdemeanor. Oversight assumes substantial
compliance with this Section and assumes no fiscal impact. Oversight assumes no local
fiscal impact.

DESCRIPTION

This bill makes several changes to the laws governing lobbyists, the Missouri Ethics
Commission, and campaign finance disclosure.  In its main provisions, the bill:                    
                                                                  
(1)  Deletes the following from the categories into which lobbyist expenditures must be divided
on required monthly reports:  printing and publication expenses, media and other advertising
expenses, and honoraria;                              
                                                                   
(2)No person, committee, or other entity shall contribute to political party committees an
aggregate amount in excess of five thousand dollars in any single calendar year.

(3)   For candidates for local offices the officers will be the election authority and the Missouri
Ethics Commission. Candidates for the offices of officers of the General Assembly, the
appropriate officers will be the Missouri Ethics Commission.                 

(4)  Gives the Missouri Ethics Commission, under certain circumstances, the discretion (on the
vote of at least 4 members) to settle a complaint case by imposing a fee of not more than $1,000. 
Under current law, the commission is required to hold a hearing;                                                 
                                                                   
(5)  Changes the deadline for filing a statement of committee organization from the date for filing
the first report required by Section 130.046 to 30 days prior to the election;               
                                                                   
(6)  Changes the deadline for a continuing committee to file additional required reports from no
later than the seventh to no later than the eighth day before an election;                      
                                                                    
 (7)  Requires a committee's treasurer to file a statement, when no disclosure reports are required,
that the committee has not exceeded the thresholds for the reporting period;                  
                                                                    
 (8)  Moves the requirements of what must be contained in an out- of-state committee
contribution or expenditure report from Section 130.050 to Section 130.049;                                
                                                                    
 (9)  Moves the provisions regarding nominee compliance and late contributions from Section
130.050 to Sections 130.062 and 130.063 respectively;                                            
                                                                 

DESCRIPTION (continued)
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(10)  Requires the fees collected for late filing of campaign disclosure reports to be deposited to
the credit of the county school fund pursuant to Section 166.131; and                     
 
(11)  Changes the culpability standard for the class A misdemeanor of "purposely" violating the
campaign finance disclosure laws to "knowingly" violating the laws.               

(12) Would require any person inaugurated Governor at the regularly allotted time following the
election to report all received contributions for and all expenses associated with such
inauguration to the Missouri Ethics Commission.  ( Sections 130.077 ) 

(13) Any person that disseminates false information in a political campaign advertisement would
be guilty of a Class A Misdemeanor.

(14) Cash gifts given, pursuant to Section 105.473,  to public officials or a staff member,
employee, spouse, or dependent child of a public official when it is on the occasion of nuptials or
condolences due to death.  (Section 105.473 )

(15) The Missouri Ethics Commission would design and issue lobbyist name tags, which would
be worn by each lobbyist, at any time when such lobbyist is in or at the State Capitol. The Ethics
Commission would charge a fee for the name tag.  The fee could not exceed the cost of making
such a name tag.  After January 1, 2002, any lobbyist that fails to wear the name tag will be guilty
of a Class A Misdemeanor.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
