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FISCAL ANALYSIS

ASSUMPTION

Officials from the Department of Natural Resources assume the proposed legislation would
have no direct fiscal impact on their agency.

Officials from the Department of Economic Development - Office of Public Counsel (OPC)
assume the one-time rulemaking procedure and the limited cases for which the expedited dispute
resolution would apply would generate only a small amount of additional work for the OPC.

Officials from the Office of Secretary of State assume this proposal requires the Public Service
Commission to establish expedited dispute resolution procedures for all matters it deems
appropriate.  The Public Service Commission shall promulgate rules to implement this bill. 
Based on experience with other divisions, the rules, regulations and forms issued by the Public
Service Commission could require as many as 8 pages in the Code of State Regulations.  For any
given rule, roughly half again as many pages are published in the Missouri Register as in the
Code because cost statements, fiscal notes and the like are not repeated in Code.  These costs are
estimated.  The estimated cost of a page in the Missouri Register is $23.00.  The estimated cost
of a page in the Code of State Regulations is $27.00.  Therefore, the estimated costs for FY 02
are $492.  The actual cost could be more or less than the numbers given.  The impact of this
legislation in future years is unknown and depends upon the frequency and length of rules filed,
amended, rescinded or withdrawn.

Oversight assumes the SOS could absorb the costs of printing and distributing regulations
related to this proposal. If multiple bills pass which require the printing and distribution of
regulations at substantial costs, the SOS could request funding through the appropriation process.
Any decisions to raise fees to defray costs would likely be made in subsequent fiscal years.

Officials from the Department of Economic Development - Public Service Commission
(PSC) assume as a result of this proposal the department would need one (1) additional FTE. 
The requested FTE is a paralegal that would provide necessary support to the Regulatory Law
Judges to permit division resources to be deployed to develop new expedited dispute resolution
procedures.

Oversight assumes the PSC would establish procedures to expedite cases only in exceptional
situations.  Oversight also assumes any duties related to the proposal could be carried out with
existing staff and resources.

FISCAL IMPACT - Small Business

DESCRIPTION

This bill requires the Public Service Commission to establish rules for expedited dispute
resolution procedures for matters it deems appropriate under its jurisdiction, except for matters    
with statutory time frames and matters dealing with manufactured housing.

The rules will be effective beginning August 1, 2002.

This legislation is not federally mandated, would not duplicate any other program and would not
require additional capital improvements or rental space.
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
