ASSUMPTION

Officials with the Department of Transportation (MoDOT) indicate they cannot estimate the
fiscal impact of the proposal. The impact would be the cost to the Department of replacing signs
for municipalities that would choose to revise their speed limits. Over sight assumes this cost
will not exceed $100,000 annualy.

Officials with the Department of Elementary & Secondary Education and the Department of
Public Safety—Misouri State Highway Patr ol indicate the proposal will have no fiscal impact
to their agency.

Officials with the Cities of M exico, Springfield, and West Plainsassume the proposal will have
no direct fiscal impact to their municipalities. Officials with University City assume the
proposal will have a cost of approximately $1,000 annually for preparing legislation and
installing signs.

Officials with the Cities of Saint Louis, Kansas City, Joplin, Hannibal, I ndependence, and
Poplar Bluff did not respond to our fiscal note request.
