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FISCAL ANALYSIS

ASSUMPTION

Officials with the Department of Transportation (MoDOT) assume the proposal will require
the Department to conduct a public hearing on the proposed limitation of access before limiting
access to any state highway.  The public must be given notice for five consecutive weeks by
publication in local newspapers, and all owners of land adjacent to the highway to which
MoDOT proposes to limit access must be given notice by mail.

MoDOT estimates a cost of $100 per publication, and five publications for each access limitation
would have an estimated publication cost of $500.  MoDOT estimates two hearings per month,
or 24 hearings annually, which would have a total cost of approximately $12,000.

MoDOT cannot estimate the number of owners adjacent to each section of highway for which the
Department proposes to limit access.  As such, the cost of preparation and postage for the
required mailings cannot be determined.

MoDOT has assumed that the facilities at which hearings will be held will provide access free of
charge.  If facilities cannot be obtained without a fee, the cost of the legislation would be higher.

Overall, MoDOT has assumed that the proposal will have a minimum cost of $12,000; additional
unknown costs will be incurred.  Oversight assumes the total costs of the proposal will not
exceed $100,000 annually.
